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 We understand this will be a difficult �me and would like to make this process as easy as possible for you. This guide 
aims to give you the informa�on you need when dealing with a loved one’s account.  

Le�ng us know 
You will need to let us know about the passing of your loved one. You can do this by visi�ng one of our branches. 
There is no need to make an appointment unless you would like to be seen in a private room. If you do wish to be 
seen in private, please call us on 0121 557 2551 so we can make the necessary arrangements.  
You will need to bring the original death cer�ficate, or an interim death cer�ficate issued by the coroner with you. 

Alterna�vely, you can post the original death cer�ficate or a cer�fied copy to us at Tipton & Coseley Building 
Society, 70 Owen Street, Tipton, DY4 8HG. 

We will then apply a hold to all their savings accounts with us meaning no further transac�ons can be made. Any 
standing orders received a�er this will be returned to the sender. 

Power of Atorney or Court of Protec�on 
If a Power of Atorney or Court of Protec�on was previously registered with us, this will also become invalid from 
the date the account holder passed away.  

Savings accounts 

Help with expenses 
We understand that you may need support with expenses following the passing of a loved one. A�er the hold has 
been put on the accounts, withdrawals can only be made for the following expenses: 

• Funeral arrangements 
We will issue a cheque payable to the funeral directors following receipt of an original copy of the final 
invoice from the funeral directors. 

• Funeral expenses 
We will issue a cheque made payable to selected funeral suppliers. These are also allowed for funeral 
flowers, order of service, arrangement of any wake, and catering. We will require an original copy of the 
invoice from each supplier. 

• Probate or Statutory Declara�on 
We will issue a cheque made payable to a probate office or solicitor to pay for the applica�on of probate or 
the witnessing of a signature on a statutory declara�on form. We will need to see the original payment 
request to process the withdrawal.  

• HMRC inheritance tax 
We can complete an electronic transfer withdrawal to pay for inheritance tax bills. To do this, we will need a 
completed IHT423 form provided by HRMC.

Next steps 
If the account is held jointly, the remaining account holder can con�nue to operate the account in their sole name.  

For accounts held in the sole name of the person who has passed away, the next steps depend on the balances 
held in their savings accounts with us, as detailed in the table below. Please note, the accounts will con�nue to 
earn interest un�l the account is closed.

• A statutory declara�on form completed and 
signed by the executors/next of kin.

Funds can be released by cash for 
balances below £2,500 or cheque 
for balances above £2,500. 

Balances between 
£5,000 and £15,000 

• A statutory declara�on form completed and 
signed by the executors/next of kin and 
witnessed by a solicitor or Commissioner of 
Oaths. 

• Two pieces of iden�fica�on for each 
executor/next of kin. One piece of 
iden�fica�on must show their signature.   

Funds will be released by cheque. 

Balances above 
£15,000   

• The original Grant of Probate or Leters of 
Administra�on.  

• Two pieces of iden�fica�on for all named on 
the Grant of Probate/Leters of 
Administra�on. 

• A withdrawal form signed by all named on the 
Grant of Probate/Leters of Administra�on. 
One piece of iden�fica�on must show their 
signature.   

Funds will be released by cheque.

Please note, if you are applying for, or have already received a Grant of Probate/Leter of Administra�on we must 
see a copy of the document before we can close any accounts. 

Addi�onal Permited Subscrip�on (APS) 
Where a person holding an ISA passes away and they were married or in a civil partnership, the surviving spouse 
or civil partner is en�tled to an addi�onal ISA allowance known as the APS allowance. A separate guide is available 
with more informa�on. Please, speak to one of our Customer Service Advisors, call us on 0121 557 2551 or

Trustee Accounts 
If the person who has passed away was named as a trustee on any account where the beneficiary is under 16, a 
new trustee will need to be appointed by the executor/next of kin. We will need to see two forms of iden�fica�on 
for the beneficiary and the new trustee.  

If the beneficiary is 16 or older the account will need to be closed and a new account opened solely in the 
beneficiary’s name. We will need to see two forms of iden�fica�on for the beneficiary if a new account is opened.

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Mortgage accounts 

Once the death has been registered with us what happens next depends on whether the mortgage is held jointly 
or in the sole name of the person who has passed away. 

Sole borrower 
For sole borrowers, the mortgage will be transferred to the Personal Representa�ve(s) of the deceased with the 
mortgage repayments being suspended. A Grant of Probate will need to be obtained and you or your solicitors will 
need to contact the Land Registry with regards to the amendment to the property ownership. You can contact the 
Land Registry on 0300 006 0411.  

Joint borrowers 
For all mortgage accounts, we will check the �tle deeds of the property to determine the tenancy of the property.  

If the property is held as Joint Tenancy 
We will amend the mortgage account into the names of the remaining mortgage holder(s). A copy of the Death 
Cer�ficate will be retained in our Title Deeds. If you wish for the property ownership to be formally amended with 
Land Registry, you or your solicitors will need to contact the Land Registry directly and complete a Deceased Joint 
Proprietor (DJP) form. This form is used when the person who has passed away is being removed from the register 
and there is s�ll a remaining owner.  

If the property is held as Tenants in Common 
The mortgage will stay with the remaining mortgage holder and the Personal Representa�ve(s) of the deceased 
party. A Grant of Probate will need to be obtained and you or your solicitors will need to contact the Land Registry 
with regards to the amendment to the property ownership.  

The monthly mortgage repayments will need to be paid as normal for both joint tenancy and tenants in common. 
If you think you will have difficulty in paying the monthly mortgage payments, our Collec�ons team are available 
on 0121 521 4089, please contact them as soon as possible.  

Life policies 
We will check to determine if we hold any life policies for the member who has passed away. If we have a policy, 
we will forward the policy to the life insurance company with a copy of the death cer�ficate to claim the proceeds 
of the policy to be paid towards the mortgage balance. The executors or remaining account holders will be 
no�fied on receipt of the funds.

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Glossary: 

Beneficiary: Someone who is en�tled to part or all of what the person owned when they passed away.  

Death Cer�ficate: A legal document signed by a doctor with the cause, date and place of a person’s death. 

Estate: A person’s estate is everything they owned when they passed away for example a house, their savings or 

jewellery. 

Executor: The person(s) nominated to carry out the wishes of the person who has passed. 

Grant of Probate: A legal document from the Court allowing the person(s) dealing with the estate to access bank 

accounts, sell assets and setle any debts a�er someone has passed away. Where there is a will, a Grant of Probate 

will be issued. Where there is no will, a Leter of Administra�on will be issued.  

Inheritance Tax: The tax payable on the estate of the person who has passed away. 

Interim Death Cer�ficate: This can be issued by the Coroner if an inquest or inves�ga�on has been opened and 

will serve as a death cer�ficate un�l a formal cer�ficate can be obtained. 

Leters of Administra�on: A document issued by a Court giving someone authority to act as the administrator of a 

persons estate when they did not leave a will. 

Statutory Declara�on Form: A formal statement made confirming something is true to the best knowledge of the 

person signing the declara�on.  

Will: A legal document specifying the wishes of the person who has passed away, such as who they would like to 

be the administrator of their estate.  
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Acceptable Iden�fica�on  
 
We are able to access credit reference agency databases which, in most cases, will allow us to confirm your iden�ty and 
address without any paper-based iden�fica�on. This will show as a search of the database only and not a credit score, so 
will not affect your credit ra�ng. If we do need further proof of iden�fica�on, we will let you know.  
 
We can accept photocopies of documents, if they are cer�fied by a professional and you must provide their contact 
details. The photocopied document must be cer�fied sta�ng ‘Cer�fied to be a true copy of the original seen by me’ 
with a signature, date, full name and occupa�on. The individual cer�fying the document must provide contact details to 
allow us to contact them if required. Appropriate persons include: accountant, bank or building society official, local 
authority councillor, den�st, doctor, minister of a recognised religion, police officer, post office official, solicitor or 
teacher/lecturer.  Professionals who can cer�fy documents should not be family members. Cer�fica�on of documents 
must be within the last three months. We will not carry out credit reference agency searches against customers aged 
under 18. 
 
Items used as proof of iden�ty cannot be used as proof of address. 

 
Evidence of iden�ty: 

 
• A current signed passport; 
• A current photocard driving licence (full or provisional); 
• A na�onal iden�ty card (not ID cards issued to UK ci�zens, must show right to remain in the UK); 
• A valid old style UK driving licence; 
• Recent evidence of en�tlement to a state or local authority funded benefit (including housing benefit and 

council tax benefit), tax credit, pension, educa�onal or other grant (no older than 12 months); 
• Confirma�on of verifica�on of iden�ty introduced by a regulated firm (acceptable face to face, only); 
• A firearms cer�ficate or shotgun licence; 
• Biometric residence permits and cards; 
• Valid photographic registra�on card for self-employed individuals in the construc�on industry; 
• Valid current Bri�sh Armed Forces ID card; 
• Valid disabled parking document; 
• HMRC tax no�fica�on (valid for the current tax year) – P45/P60 are not acceptable. 

 
 

Alterna�ve evidence of iden�ty for under 18s: 
 

• A birth cer�ficate; 
• An adop�on Cer�ficate; 
• A NHS medical card; 
• Writen confirma�on from HMRC containing Na�onal Insurance Number (for those aged 16 and over); 
• Child Benefit documenta�on; 
• Child Tax Credit documenta�on; 
• Valid Student ID card from a recognised UK university with photo and date of birth. 
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Evidence of address: 
 

• A current photocard driving licence (full or provisional); 
• A firearms cer�ficate or shotgun licence; 
• Valid old style UK driving licence; 
• Recent evidence of en�tlement to a state or local authority funded benefit (including housing 

benefit and council tax benefit), tax credit, pension, educa�onal or other grant (no older than 12 
months); 

• Instrument of a court appointment (such as liquidator or grant of probate); 
• Current council tax demand leter or statement (no older than 12 months); 
• Current bank or building society statement or passbook issued by a regulated financial sector firm 

in the UK, EU or comparable jurisdic�on (must be no more than 3 months old); 
• U�lity bill (recording the company that issued the bill and date of issue. We will not accept any 

printed from the internet and they must be no more than three months old); 
• Confirma�on of verifica�on of iden�ty introduced by a regulated firm; 
• Inland Revenue PAYE coding no�ce (P2) – current year or Inland Revenue Statement of Account – 

current tax year; 
• Council or private tenancy agreement; 
• Solicitors comple�on leter or statement (must be less than 3 months old); 
• UK mortgage statement (must be less than 12 months old); 
• TV licence renewal no�fica�on (must be less than 12 months old); 
• UK phone bill (not mobile; must be less than 3 months old);  
• UK satellite or cable bill if it includes landline phone connec�on (must be less than 3 months old); 
• UK credit union statement (must be less than 3 months old); 
• Leter from Manager of Nursing/Residen�al Home confirming permanent residence in 

Nursing/Residen�al Home within the last 3 months – must be on leter headed paper; 
• Leter from commanding officer or military unit issued in the last 3 months and confirming 

residency in service quarters;  
• Disabled parking document (no more than 3 years old); 
• Online UK bank/building society current or savings account statements issued in the last 3 months 

(in PDF download format print, screenshots and photographic images not accepted); 
• Online u�lity bill issued in the last 3 months (in PDF download format print, screenshots and 

photographic images not accepted).  
 
Alterna�ve evidence of address for under 18s: 
 

• An adop�on Cer�ficate; 
• A NHS medical card; 
• Child benefit documenta�on; 
• Child Tax Credit documenta�on; 
• Writen confirma�on from HMRC containing Na�onal Insurance Number (for those aged 16 and 

over); 
• Leter from School or College (showing name of school and date of issue); 
• Parent’s proof of address (showing ID code followed by relevant details); 
• Condi�onal or uncondi�onal proof of acceptance onto qualifying course – leter or slip issued by 

UCAS (valid for current entry year);
